Learn more about LDD
The lifecycle of the Lymantria Dispar dispar (LDD) 
caterpillar has four stages. Currently they are in the egg 
mass stage and come spring the egg masses will hatch 
and caterpillars will start to feed on the tree’s foliage. To 
prevent damage to your trees you can scrape off the egg 
masses with a knife and drop them into a bucket filled 
with soapy water for up to two days. Always wear gloves 
when removing the egg masses or caterpillars as they 
may cause skin irritation or a rash.
