Wednesday, March 8, 2023

Whereas International Women’s Day is a time to work toward a world where each 
woman and girl can exercise her choice, such as participating in politics, getting an 
education, having an income, and living in societies free from violence and 
discrimination; and 
 
Whereas the Town of Aurora is committed to promoting equity and justice and will 
continue to work to address the systemic and structural oppressions that perpetuate 
inequity.
