PURPOSE OF THE REPORT  
 
To provide options for naming elements of the trail system in The Town of Aurora.  
 
 
BACKGROUND  
 
On February 4, Aurora Town Council approved the following recommendation from the 
January 17 Trails and Active Transportation Committee: 
 


THAT the Trails and Active Transportation Committee request that the 
appropriate staff from the Corporate Communications Department attend the 
February 21, 2014 meeting to discuss the possibility of developing a strategy for 
marketing and branding of Aurora Trails outside of the Parks and Trails Signage 
Strategy.  
 


On February 21, the Manager of Corporate Communications attended the Trails and 
Active Transportation Committee and provided comments on marketing and branding of 
the Aurora trails.  
 
Committee members discussed the benefits of developing a naming strategy to promote 
elements and features of the trails system and reconfirmed their endorsement of the 
current trails signage strategy request.  
 
It was explained that seeking public input and feedback would help generate awareness 
and encourage public participation.  
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On March 18, Council approved the following recommendation from the February 21 
Trails and Active Transportation Committee: 
 


THAT the Manager of Corporate Communications report back to the Trails and 
Active Transportation Committee on ways to involve active public participation on 
consideration for the naming of trail elements and features as part of a promotion of 
the trails system. 


 
 
COMMENTS  
 
Engaging the public on naming elements of trails presents an excellent opportunity to 
promote The Town of Aurora’s expansive trails system and have residents become 
more knowledgeable on the Town’s natural environment and the many recreational 
opportunities it affords. 
 
Any efforts or campaigns to promote naming elements of the trails system will require 
consideration of two distinct criteria: Naming Convention and Promotion Options. 
 


1) The Town of Aurora must establish a formal Naming Convention for 
elements of trails. 


 
The Town does not have a formal mechanism for establishing names for elements of 
trails. In July 1997, Town Council approved a report from the Department of Leisure 
Services titled Public Facilities Naming Policy 1997 that provides guidance for staff 
recommendations pertaining to facility names. This report touches briefly on parks, 
green space and trails, and has been attached as Appendix #1 for consideration. 
 
Trail names have largely been adopted over time from geographic features (e.g. 
Holland River Valley Trail and Oak Ridges Trail) or the names of property owners or 
prominent local families (e.g. Case Woodlot and Sheppard’s Bush). 
 
Establishing a naming convention will require consideration of the following: 
 


 Jurisdiction 


 Identification 


 Criteria 


 Evaluation 


 Approval 
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Jurisdiction: Who is responsible for the trail? 
 
Ownership must be established to create a credible naming convention. In this respect, 
consideration must be given to: 
 


 Joint ownership between municipalities 


 Regional, provincial or federal interests 


 Conservation Authorities 


 Environmental organizations 


 Private interests 
 
Identification: What features are considered significant? 
 
Geographic or historical relevance must be established to create a benchmark for which 
elements of trails are named. In this respect, consideration must be given to: 
 


 Existing colloquial names for features 


 Unique physical characteristics  


 Land formations 


 Historical significance 
 
Criteria: What meaning is the name intended to convey? 
 
Trails and other natural features have names for a variety of reasons, including 
familiarity, orienteering points, places of geographic or historic significance or trail use 
promotion. Consideration should be given to: 
 


 Proposed trail uses 


 Needs or interests of potential trail users 


 Community or neighbourhood character 


 Geographic significance 


 Historical character 


 Good taste 
 
Evaluation: Who will make the determination that a name is acceptable? 
 
An evaluation committee will be required to receive and consider names for elements of 
trails. Ideally, this group would have representation from heritage and/or historic groups, 
recreation groups and nature or environmental groups. Personnel may be required to 
conduct research or corroborate information. 
 
In the event of multiple jurisdictions, representatives from all jurisdictions should be 
involved in the evaluation process. 
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Approval: Who makes the final decision on naming? 
 
Recognizing the importance of the decision to name certain landmarks, it should fall to 
Aurora Town Council to make the final decision. In the event of multiple jurisdictions, 
other municipal governments or decision-making bodies would need to be consulted for 
their approval. 
 


2) Promotional Options 
 
There are a number of options to pursue with respect to receiving input on names for 
trail elements. Depending on the process for establishing Naming Conventions, the 
groups involved and the time available to consider submissions, this can include any 
and all of the following: 
 


 A targeted advertising campaign in newspapers and online forums 


 A naming contest 


 Promoting at events or at trail sites 


 An online submission form to submit options for consideration 
 
Submission forms for the promotion will be required, with specifications that conform 
and/or support the Naming Convention criteria. 
 
Targeted advertising is the best option for generating a number of potential 
names in a relatively brief period 
 
Corporate Communications conducts ongoing advertising and promotion and has a 
number of different communications channels available, including Town Notice Board, 
print ads in various publications, radio ads, website and social media channels.  
 
Brief, but targeted campaigns are effective for receiving specific feedback within an 
established timeframe, which allows a focused period for evaluation.  
 
Paid advertising funds are limited. Any proposed advertising campaigns would need to 
be discussed with the Manager of Corporate Communications. 
 
Naming contests provide an incentive for participation 
 
Contests are a popular means of encouraging people to participate in public dialogue 
and are often done as part of a targeted campaign. 
 
Contests can be restricted to a specific target group or widespread.

C. Geographic Significance 
 


Pertains to landowners that owned or lived on properties within the present or 
historic Aurora boundaries.

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I. Deceased Nominees: (Individuals) - Continued 
 


D. Aurora War Memorial Cenotaph 
 


Individuals whose names are listed on the Cenotaph who have given their lives 
on behalf of their country. 


 
 
 
2. Living Nominees:   (Individuals) 
 


a) Staff will not place living names on an eligibility list. 


b) Living nominees must be nominated or recommended in writing by a member 
of Council. 


c) Political nominees must be retired from political life for at least five (5) years. 


d) Others must have been deemed by Council and the community to have made 
an outstanding contribution to the Town of Aurora. 


 
 
 
3. Other:   (Individuals, Groups and/or Companies) 
 


A. Significant Donation 
 


In the event a local business/industry/corporation or individual makes a 
significant donation to the Town for a specific reason. 


 


B. Developer/Builder Suggestions 
 


Developers/builders may have suggestions that come from the association with 
their respective subdivisions. 


 


C. Program/Community Related 
 


Names after a particular activity that is housed in a particular facility or after a 
neighbourhood that a facility is located within. 


 
 
COMPILATION OF NAMES 
 
1. Community/service groups will be requested to submit names for consideration. 


During the annual Community Recognition Awards process, information will be 
advertised concerning the process of submitting suggestions for public facility naming. 


 
2. The general public will be informed of the process and asked for submissions.  A 


brochure on the criteria will be developed explaining the process.

3. The Aurora and District Historical Society will be requested to submit a compilation of 


names from their records. 
 
 
 
PROCESS 
 
 
1. Families or individuals will be informed of the Town’s desire to commemorate them in 


the particular manner. 
 
2. During Subdivision/Site Plan process, an eligibility list will be compiled, submitted and 


recommended to Council for consideration for street names. 
 
3. In the planning for public institutions/buildings/parks and trails, the department 


responsible will submit recommended names as per the guidelines and criteria set out 
above. 


 
4. The duplication or repeat use of names will be avoided, where possible.

BACKGROUND 
 
Pursuant to the recommendation to Council by TATC regarding measuring the success of 
the Trails Master Plan Implementation Staff provide information concerning the 
implementation of the Trails Master Plan.

Staff do not have a position on the success of the Master Plan given the fact that many of 
the recommendations are relative to guide lines and policy frame work that staff endeavour 
to follow in all new trail planning and development.

When slopes exceed 15%, or where there is inadequate room to 
develop a switchback or another accessible solution, a stairway 
system should be considered.  In these situations the site should 


be carefully studied so that the most suitable design can be 
developed. The following are considerations for stairway design: 


 Provide a gutter integrated into the stairway for cyclists to 
push their bicycles up and down (where appropriate to 


have bicycles); 


 Develop a series of short stair sections with regularly 
spaced landings rather than one long run of stairs;

She reported that the 
proposed route spans more than 460 km, connecting Ontario’s Greenbelt through 
rural towns and working farms.  Ms. Kochler provided highlights and objectives and 
explained the urban and lake-to-lake connectors (north/south).  She noted that the 
route is designed for recreation and tour cycling and advised that a mobile workshop 
with presentations will be held May 5-11, with the official launch event scheduled for 
2015. Ms. Kochler noted that an update could be provided at a future meeting.
